SHELF LIFE AND STORAGE 
INSTRUCTIONS: 

Material should be re-tested against certificate of analysis three years 
from date of manufacture and stored in a well closed container in dry 
location at ambient room temperature (~20°C). 

 

OTHER: Activates the synthesis of total epidermal lipids, especially ceramides.
